THE 2011/2012 SEASON
So what’s going on next year? Well it’s jam packed, that’s for sure! The full season has been attached to this email as a PDF as there was so much, we simply couldn’t fit it in. There is definitely something in there for everyone and it is most certainly going to be a very exciting year for Mayhem. We can’t wait to get started.
 
So how does it kick off? Well our first two shows are a back-to-back double whammy of ‘Honk Jr.’ (kids) and ‘Little Shop Of Horrors’ (adults) at the Arthur Cotterell Theatre in Kingston at the end of November. ‘Honk! Jr.’ will be mayhems first ever kids only show and is a cut down version of the hugely popular show Honk!, where kids will get to play all the roles! As the curtain falls on Honk Jr., the Arthur Cotterell Theatre in Kingston will immediately become home to Mushnik’s infamous florist shop and one of the most charismatic singing and talking plants ever to grace the stage, Audrey II and his Little Shop of Horrors.
